Who Is Eligible?

All students, REGARDLESS OF SEMESTER OR PREVIOUS PUBLICATIONS, currently enrolled in the MFA in Writing for Children & Young Adults program.  Previous winners of this award may not apply.
To apply: 

· Email one copy of no more than ten pages. The short story must stand alone as a complete piece. Fiction only. No poetry/ no stories in verse.
· Use the title of your submission as the Word document name (ex. TheGivingTree.doc)
· Double-spaced. 12-point type, Times New Roman. One-inch margins all around. Note: Manuscripts should comply with industry standards for submission. Inappropriate type size, margins or spacing can lead to disqualification.  
· Title of the manuscript across the top of each page, and number pages.  Do NOT put your name on the manuscript.  

· Email (as a separate document) a cover page with your name and the title of the manuscript you are submitting.

· On the cover page, list all MFA in Writing for Children & Young Adults faculty members who have critiqued the manuscript you are submitting, including workshop leaders of previous residencies.  
· Only one submission per student.
