It’s hard to believe that we’re already at this point in the semester, but it’s time to submit materials for workshop!  The workshop form is due on Friday, May 18th   by 3 p.m. Workshop manuscript submissions are due Friday, June 1st by 3 p.m.  Please note that your submission needs to be sent to Shannon as a Word attachment.  Workshop books will be emailed out to everyone as PDF documents.  

Workshop 

Format: We’ll have the standard large-group format and possibly smaller workshop groups. At this time, we do not have any information to pass along regarding special workshops, but we will be in touch next week if that changes.  (New students who are starting the program this summer will have the opportunity to sign up for smaller or special workshops in January.)  The larger groups will have two faculty members and 10-12 students each.  If we have a small group, this will be led by one advisor and will have 5-6 students.  Since the smaller group will have extra time after critiquing one another’s work, the advisor will focus on one of several alternatives, such as planned classes on craft, further discussion of issues that have arisen from the critiques, and exercises. 
As always, we will do our best to balance the groups across semesters and genres.  We also pair students, as possible, with faculty members they have not worked with as advisors or workshop leaders in the past.  It is imperative that you fill out the workshop form correctly, so that we can easily tell who has worked with whom in previous residencies and semesters.

Workshop Material is due in the program office by Friday, June 1st by 3 p.m. by email as a Word .doc attachment.  Please send them to Shannon at shannon.dixon@vcfa.edu.  We will send the workshop books by email at least two weeks prior to the residency so that you have time to read the  material and prepare for the workshop. 

Arrival & Departure

New students: Residency dates for new students will be July 8-19, 2012. New students arrive during the day of the 8th and will meet with program staff and graduate assistants following dinner.  

Returning students: Residency dates for returning students will be July 9-19, 2012. There will be an all-student orientation at 3:00 p.m. on Monday, July 9th  so returning students should plan to arrive early enough to attend this opening session. 

Departure should be arranged for the morning of July 19th. Please note that check-out is at 10:00 a.m. on the 19th, so please be sure to turn your dorm key in by that time. If your flight leaves later on that day, we will have space available to store luggage and such after 10 am.   Nothing academic is scheduled for that day.  (If you’d like, you can plan to leave in the evening of July 18th.  Graduation will end at about 5:00, and it is required that you stay through graduation.)

Winter Residency Dates:  Looking ahead, the winter residency dates for returning students will be January 10-20, 2013, with new students arriving on the 9th.  Returning students need to be on campus by 3:00 p.m. on January 10th, though feel free to arrive on the 9th with the new students if you prefer.  Departure day will be January 20th, with graduation on the 19th.
